The Himalaya, a highly complex and diversified mountain system both in terms
of biological and physical attributes, is considered a life support system for millions of
people in uplands and much more in lowland areas of India. It acts as climate regulator
for much of Asia and is globally recognized for its sacred, spiritual and philosophical
values.

While the richness and uniqueness of bio-physical and socio-cultural diversity
and rich heritage of Indigenous Knowledge and Practices (IKP) have earned the
Himalaya a global recognition, this system being young and geotectonically active remains
inherently unstable, fragile, and prone to natural disasters.
